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NOTICE

Help us keep your money from going to the State of Texas.

All states require financial institutions to report when personal property has been abandoned or
unclaimed after a period of time specified by state law. Texas considers personal property to be
abandoned after a three year period. If your account has remained inactive for this period of time,
HOTFCU must report the account to the State of Texas. The State then claims the account through a
process called “escheatment”, whereby the State becomes the owner of the account.

To avoid this process happening to your account, be sure to make a deposit, transfer or withdrawal to
your account at least once every 12 months. If you have an active loan, you will not need to worry
about doing any of the actions listed previously. Dividends/interest posting to your account is not
considered activity. Contact one of our Member Service Representatives if you have any questions
regarding your account or this process.
